Andrea Luchesi (1741-1801)
 
Kapellmeister at Bonn Hofkapelle (one of the leading music chapels of Germany) from 1771 to 1794 (when the chapel closed at the time of the Napoleonic invasion of Bonn and the Rhineland). Luchesi is rarely mentioned in the musical literature although he was the true music teacher of the young Ludwig van Beethoven. His post was sought by Mozart in the early 1780's but, of course, it was never given to him. (This did not stop Mozart telling people he was in line for the job. Nor did it stop him describing himself as a Kapellmeister). In point of fact various symphonies of Luchesi were falsely attributed to Mozart, including the Paris KV297, supplied earlier to Salzburg and to places such as Regensburg. 
 
Luchesi continue to orchestrate and revise much of 'Mozart's' music (including the operas 'The Marriage of Figaro' and 'The Magic Flute' before their posthumous publication although he and his own music have almost completely disappeared. He receives hardly a reference in books on Mozart and Beethoven. 
 
Luchesi's symphonies were in great demand in Germany (1771- 1787) although the scores have entirely disappeared with the exception of this one. In the 2 volume book on contemporary composers Luchesi is refered to in this way in 1784 in a work published by Benjamin de la Bordes (Paris) although neither Haydn nor Mozart are refered to in that publication.
